At Risk Students (Section 31a) 

Please be aware that if your district receives Section 31a funds, all homeless students are considered to be At Risk because they will meet at least 2 of the criteria on the Section 31a Eligibility form.  This is based on the March 30, 2015 memo from MDE.
In PowerSchool, the At Risk (Section 31a) MSDS Program Eligibility Code is located in the MSDS Program Eligibility section of the General Ed 5-19 tab of the State/Province-MI page to facilitate the reporting of At Risk Students.  
The At Risk Program Eligibility Code (3060) is included in the Program Participation component of the Michigan General Collection and the Student Record Maintenance Collection.
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All At Risk students should be reported in the count period that it was determined that they are an At Risk student, however for At Risk students to be counted for the current year, they need to be reported in two of the three count periods.  
All At Risk student records must be reported and certified by June 30 to be counted for the current school year.  No SRMs will be accepted for At Risk students will be accepted after June 30.
