In PowerSchool, foreign exchange students need to be coded as follows:

· The Exchange Student field will need to be checked on the General Ed 5-19 tab in the MSDS Program Eligibility section.  This will send the International Student program participation code, 9120, in the xml file.  
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· This also requires the Immigrant Funding Status information to be entered on the Demographics tab in the Immigrant Funding Status section.  This will send the Immigrant program participation code, 9130, in the xml file.
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Country of Birth and Year of Entry (Optional for 2015-16)
· Students that are coded 9130 (Immigrant), may also be reported with a country other than U.S. or Puerto Rico in the Country of Birth field.
· Students may also have a valid four-digit year in the Year of Entry field.
